Two pipers led the way to and from the Cairn, 
and one of them played ‘The Flowers of the Forest’ for the lament to 
the soldiers. 
 

The MC at the Cairn gave an historical welcome and then introduced 
three people who gave prayers for the occasion. (One was the Lord’s 
Prayer in Gaelic.) A moment of silence was observed for past and 
present soldiers, and the lament followed. 
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The laying of the wreaths proved to be very popular, as did 
the sprinkling of whisky on the Cairn (with reference to the 
proof and age of the ‘Water of Life”!)

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Halifax Highland Games and Scottish Festival 2007

The Halifax Highland Games and Scottish Festival 2007, the centerpiece of a five day Scottish 
cultural celebration, will be held on July 7 – an easy date to remember, as it is 07/07/07.  This 
will be the 34th consecutive Halifax Games, and the fifth year of being held on the Garrison 
Grounds at the western base of Citadel Hill. 
 
The opening “teaser” will be held in the Grand Parade on Thursday, July 5 at the noon hour. The 
flag of the Federation of Scottish Clans in Nova Scotia will be raised on the municipal flag pole, 
following the reading of the Halifax Highland Games and Scottish Festival Day Proclamation by 
His Worship, the Mayor. A small reception will follow in Halifax Hall, while an act from the Royal 
Nova Scotia International Tattoo performs in the Parade Square.  
 
The Games will commence at the Garrison Grounds at 8 am on Saturday, July 7. The Piping and 
Drumming competition will start first thing, consisting of solos in the morning and band 
competition in the afternoon, with awards being presented at both noon and 5 pm. The Piping 
and Drumming competition and the two performances of the Massed Bands will be much 
enhanced this year by the presence of one thousand extra pipers who will be in the city for the 
weekend for Pipefest 2007. There will be the usual competition by the Old Scotia Heavyweights 
Association team, displaying their strength, endurance and skill, commencing at 11 am and 
running until 5 pm. 
 
The Highland Dancing competition will be as delightful as always to watch, with over one 
hundred dancers competing in their various dances throughout the day. 
 
The usual entertainment treats will be front and centre once again, featuring the 78th Highlanders 
historic Drill Team demonstration. The Thistle Scottish Country Dancers, fiddler Anthony 
Rissesco, and well-known Celtic composer and musician Alastair Macdonald, will all be 
performing on the Main Stage during the day. There will be a return of the Haggis Hurl for the 
children, a Gaelic language information tent and some other entertainment surprises for all. 
Lots of vendors will be on the site to supply a good variety of food and drink and Scottish goods 
for sale. The Clan Tents will grace the perimeter of the field, where the many Clan organizations 
will proudly display their tartans, crests, genealogy information and small Scottish wares. This is 
a special year for the Clans, with the holding of the International Gathering of the Clans in Nova 
Scotia in 2007. Expect to see many interesting visitors at the Halifax Games, as this is an 
important stop on the Gathering schedule. 
 
The ever-popular Beer Tent will be open from 10 am until 8 pm, with the band Blueberry Grunt 
performing there from 5 pm until closing. 
 
The next day, at 11 am, the annual Kirkin’o the Tartans will be held in St Matthews Church at 11 
am, in association with the Federation of Scottish Clans, followed by a luncheon in the church 
hall. The Pipefest 2007 Parade of a thousand pipers, following a route through downtown 
Halifax, will commence in the early afternoon, ending up at the matinee performance of the 
Royal NS Tattoo. Monday will see the Annual Kilted Golf Tournament, winding up a jam-packed 
weekend of “things Scottish”, with something for everyone! Check us out on our website:

On July 8th, just before the opening of the final performance of the 2007 Royal Nova Scotia 
International Tattoo, Pipefest Nova Scotia will feature up to 1,000 pipers and drummers marching 
through downtown Halifax in aid of the Dalhousie Medical Research Foundation’s Molly Appeal. 
 
Pipefests are massed parades of Pipes and Drums, featuring musicians from all around the World, 
raising money for cancer charities. Over the past decade or so they have raised in excess of 
£1,000,000 (CDN$2,000,000).  
 
The first one, The BT Massed Pipes & Drums of the World for Marie Curie Cancer Care, was on 
August 20th 1995. It featured some 3,500 pipers and drummers marching through the centre of 
Edinburgh and established a world record.  
 
On August 5th 2000 there was another parade in Edinburgh (The BT Millennium Piping Festival for 
Marie Curie Cancer Care), this time around 8,600 players took part.  
 
Two years later the show moved to New York, on April 6th (Tartan Day) 2002 ScottishPower Tunes 
of Glory saw well over seven and a half thousand pipers and drummers parading up 6th Avenue and 
into Central Park for Marie Curie Cancer Care in the UK and Gilda's Club Worldwide in North 
America.  
 
The following year a third charity was added to the mix when hundreds of players paraded under the 
Eiffel Tower in Paris for Marie Curie Cancer Care and the Institute Curie in France (The Pipes and 
Drums of the Auld Alliance).  
 
There were further parades in Chicago, New York (again), Indianapolis and Rome.  
 
On August 21st 2005 9,800 players marched through Edinburgh to bring the event back home.  
 
Pipefest Nova Scotia will step off in downtown Halifax at 1:45pm on July 8th. Leaving from the 
Citadel, they will turn right onto Sackville Street, go up round the back of the Public Gardens, come 
down Spring Garden Road, turn onto Brunswick Street and from there take the Duke Street entrance 
to the Metro Centre.  
 
Entering the Metro Centre at 2:30pm they will cross the floor as the opening act of the final 
performance of the 2007 Royal Nova Scotia International Tattoo. They will leave through the 
Carmichael Street exit and fall out on Grand Parade.  
 
This will be part of the celebrations for the 2007 International Gathering of the Clans in Nova Scotia 
and will raise both funds and awareness for the Dalhousie Medical Research Foundation's Molly 
appeal.

Members felt that the Clan should seek a contact in 
Scotland that related to them, and Moulin Kirk, which 
stands two miles from the village of Pitlochry on the old 
post road to Inverness, was once a very active location 
for the Stewart families of the area. It was also a stage 
stop for travelers going from Edinburgh to Inverness.  
 

 A past president of the Stewart Society in Scotland, Col. 
Ralph Stewart-Wilson of Balnakeilly is, along with his 
wife, a patron of the Moulin Kirk Trust, which now runs a 
museum/heritage centre in the historic Kirk, long unused 
as a church. Col. and Mrs. Stewart-Wilson are delighted 
to hear that the Canadians have taken an interest in the 
history of the area. Web site: http://www.moulinkirk.co.uk/  
 

Web site historical tidbits:  Moulin Kirk is thought to have been established by St Colm in the 6th Century. 
Moulin had been a community from at least Bronze Age times. There is evidence of a large number of 
'Hut circles' situated just North of the present village on Moulin Moor, (most of them around the Smooth 
Rounded Hill), that in Gaelic is MAOHLINN, and is probably the origination of the present name Moulin - 
pronounced ' Moo Linn'- no resemblance to the French pronunciation. Nor does there appear to have 
been any significant Mill around the area, though in latter days there was a water powered sawmill.  It is 
thought that the present Kirk is, at least, the fourth such building on the site. 

About Moulin: Pitlochry dates largely from Victorian times, though the area known as Moulin, once a 
separate village, is older. Moulin Kirk was granted by the Earl of Atholl to Dunfermline Abbey in 1180. 
Moulin became a burgh of barony in 1511. Pitlochry itself first started to grow after General George Wade 
built a road through the town as part of his effort to improve access to rural Scotland between 1725 and 
1737 as a response to the Jacobite Rising of 1715. In 1842, Queen Victoria visited the nearby Blair 
Castle. Her favourable opinion of the area caused the town to be more widely noticed. After the railway 
station was built in 1863, Pitlochry became a favoured destination for tourists.

This proposed 
date, as many of the older hands know, was to honour the coming of our ancestors to our Nova 
Scotian shores, and to remember how, with faith, hard work and determination, they went on to 
become major builders of this nation. 
 

As I read articles on Tartan Day, much of the above is lost and the theme centers around the 
Declaration of Arbroath, especially in the USA. Regardless, 2007 is our 20th Anniversary and I thank 
the many clan folk of the Federation who have put on events, gone to malls to speak with the public, 
served cookies and juice and, in general, showed what friendly folk we still are.

Gaelic Storytellers Converge at Halifax’s Citadel H ill to Deliver a Rare Performance ����
����
The ancient Gaelic custom of spinning riveting tales came alive in a rare performance Wednesday, May 23, 
2007 in the historic Soldiers’ Library in Citadel Hill.  Gaelic storytellers Lewis MacKinnon , Angus 
MacLeod , Joe Murphy  and Ivan Gregan  presented favourite stories to the audience; Kathleen Reddy  
readily provided English translation for audience members not fluent in Gaelic.  Tickets proceeds were 
directed to Sgoil Ghàidhlig an Àrd-Bhaile, a non-profit society providing Gaelic language classes in the 
Halifax area. 
 

The Gaelic culture of Nova Scotia is renowned for its oral storytelling traditions, and storytellers are held in 
high regard in Gaelic communities throughout the province.  With a�rich legacy of tales composed hundreds 
or even thousands of years ago, as well as present day compositions, Gaelic storytellers are exceptional 
entertainers who can hold an audience spell-bound for hours.   
 
“Na Sgeulaichean is a unique way to experience a much-loved tradition throughout Nova Scotia,” states 
Marc Almon, chairperson of Sgoil Ghàidhlig an Àrd-Bhaile’s board of directors.  “It is our hope that this will 
become a more common event, where advanced learners of Gaelic, interested members of the community 
and visitors will be able to participate with experienced storytellers, in a beautiful, rich component of Gaelic 
culture.”     
 

As one might expect, the audience was a mix of Gaelic speakers along with others like your newsletter 
editor, having barely a phrase or two to acknowledge our linguistic heritage. With the exception of Rev. 
Gregan’s Gaelic-spoken welcome at the Legislature on Tartan Day, and Lewis MacKinnon’s address to 
Federation members a few weeks earlier, I hadn’t heard Gaelic in “ongoing” conversation for over 30 years.  
 

The “lilt and cadence” of Gaelic is haunting and the promise of an evening laden with Gaelic was both 
intriguing and daunting to consider.  Sure enough, the rhythm was as remembered and the gauntlet thrown 
– would English-speaking listeners pick up the challenge? Would they think about learning the language of 
their ancestors? Stories had two punch lines: one for listeners with understanding followed by a second 
wave of chuckles upon translation to English. Kudos to Kathleen Reddy for her seamless and swift 
interpretation. And thanks to the story tellers for providing insight to a tradition that must not be lost. Maybe 
that’s why a McLellan and a MacRae exchanged names with a promise to connect in the fall and become 
fledgling students of this ancient language.  
 

After the performance, a reception with musical entertainment followed in an adjoining room.  The event 
was held, in part, to celebrate Gaelic Heritage Month, during the month of May.

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In order to provide a picture of the kind of church that Columba led over 
1400 years ago, it is necessary to examine first the evolution of Christian 
activity in the parts of Britain which were inhabited by the peoples we 
collectively call the Celts. Evidence is sketchy at best, but it is generally 
assumed that population density was very sparse, with communities 
gathered in tiny hamlets and settlements, which were likely very well 
distanced from each other. Add to this, the difficulty in travel, where there 
would be the merest of footpaths between inland settlements, and boat 
travel either along rivers or around the rugged Western coastline, and we 
can see that missionary activity would be very slow. Population distribution 
of this kind also meant that religious activities trended towards uniqueness 
as they evolved in relative isolation.

Early, around the late 300’s, in the spread of Christianity to the edges of what was then the Roman Empire, 
there was an attempt made in the standardization of religious language. This amounted at first, to the 
reinforcement, first of Greek then Latin as the languages of choice.  A little later in history more 
enculturation occurred with the addition of Coptic, Syriac, and Aramaic as liturgical language. As far as can 
be determined, there was no movement to translate the Bible or any other liturgy into the Celtic languages, 
which would, of course, be predominantly Gaelic. In the West, the small number of Celts who professed 
Christ, would almost certainly use Latin as their ecclesial language. It is said in particular, that France (Gaul) 
and Spain, both well endowed with Celtic culture, owe their Romance linguistic heritage to the use of Latin 
in Christian liturgy.1  
 

With the death of Emperor Constantine the Great in 337 AD, under whom the Christian Church had been 
“made legal,” there was a move both from Constantinople (Byzantium) and Rome to establish the doctrine 
of Arianism. This was done at the behest of one of the successors to Constantine, Constantius II.1 Without 
going into great detail, Arianism dealt with the way the Church recognized the relationship of God to Jesus 
Christ. In the confusion that arose regarding discussion over the Doctrine of the Trinity already established 
at the Council of Nicea in 325 AD, a second Council of Nicea (381 AD) confirmed the Nicene Creed, which 
recognizes the Doctrine of the Trinity as it is known today in so-called mainstream Christian denominations. 
Prior to this, in 360 AD an attempt was made to establish a “pagan” church by the Emperor Julian. It failed 
in most of Europe, but for some reason there was a hard core of Celts particularly in Western Britain who 
remained as re-converts to paganism. This meant that Druidic practices were predominant in such places 
now known as Cornwall, Wales, Ireland and Western Scotland.   
 

This situation remained until in the year 430 AD a missionary called Patrick began his ministry in what we 
know now as Ireland.  He was born at a place called Kilpatrick, near Dumbarton in Scotland. His Christian 
parents were Calphurnius and Conchessa. Patrick’s father belonged to a Roman family of high rank and 
held the office of decurio 1 in Gaul or Britain. Conchessa was a near relative of the great patron of Gaul, St. 
Martin of Tours. When he was sixteen, Patrick was carried off into captivity by Irish marauders and was sold 
as a slave to a Druidic chieftain named Milchu in Dal Riata, a territory of the present county of Antrim in 
Ireland. In the six years Patrick was prisoner, he became a fluent Gaelic speaker and learned much about 
the ways of Druidism from Milchu who was a Druidic high priest. This prepared Patrick for his future as a 
Christian evangelizer of Ireland. Patrick escaped from his slavery and found his way to Gaul and the 
monastery of Saint Martin at Tours. There he became a priest of the Western Roman church and 
accompanied Bishop Germaine who had been sent by Rome to eradicate ‘serious heresies’ from the church 
in Britain.  
 

Patrick never forgot the plight of the poor in Ireland as they were controlled and ruled by the mysteries and.

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terrorizing superstitions of Druidism, and so his pledge was to return there to preach and to convert 
the pagans to Christianity 
 

Attempts by other missionaries such as Palladius, to evangelize Ireland, had ended in disaster, but 
where these enterprises failed so utterly, Patrick was successful. Much has been written about Patrick, 
the Apostle to Ireland, but suffice it to say that by his death in 493 AD1, the people of Ireland had 
become predominantly Christian, albeit not entirely as the Roman church might have desired. 
Nevertheless, the Celtic church that Patrick left was to a great extent Latinized with an episcopal 
system that was as close to the Roman Western style as could be, given that Ireland was at the 
extreme edge of papal influence.  
 

Despite this, there appears to have been a movement away from Western practices in favour of 
activities more akin to those carried out in the Nile Valley and Ethiopia.1 This feature may have simply 
been a natural evolution away from the original Roman ordinances, perhaps due to the remoteness of 
each monastery, or there may have been defined missionary activity of Byzantine origin going on in 
the same period as Patrick’s mission. There is strong evidence which points to an Eastern Orthodox 
influence, with hermitages in the Western regions of Scotland and parts of Ireland, including Iona and 
Kells showing more affinity with anchorite shelters found in the Egyptian and Nubian deserts than the 
conventicle type of wooden structure associated with the Roman church.  Despite these obvious signs 
of Byzantine influence on Celtic Christianity the Latin liturgy remained from the time of Patrick.

This ends the series on Columba. Look for a new historical piece on the evolution of the Reformed Church 

It appears that as always, the individualism of the Celts shone through in their religion as with everything 
else in their culture. There was a steadfast resolve it seems among the different clans to remain 
‘different’ from everyone else. Nowhere was this more prevalent than on the Isle of Iona under the 
leadership of Columba where Easter was celebrated on a different date from the Anglo-Saxon churches, 
heads were shaved, not in the fashion of the Anglo-Saxon monks, but in a way that immediately 
distinguished the wearers as ‘distinct,’ and monks lived as hermits in individual shelters unlike the cells 
found in more conventional monasteries. 
 
Lastly, it is most unlikely that Columba or any of his followers saw themselves as belonging to a 
distinct Celtic Church, such as has been romantically proposed by historians of various types.  The 
influence of Columba’s Church on future trends in Christian practice in Scotland, would only be as an 
absorption of Scottish, Irish and possibly Pictish cultural characteristics which possibly led to the 
intense individualism exhibited by the Scottish people in much later times. It would, however, be 
unhelpful to consider present church practices, irrespective of denomination, to have been influenced 
in any way by what has romantically been called the Celtic Church.   
 

But, what of Columba? The legacy he and his contemporaries left to the future Church, was in the 
spreading of Christian influence to all corners of Europe. The Columban Church sent missionaries 
throughout Britain and Europe, establishing monasteries among pagan people. This was ongoing 
during the life of Columba and for many years afterwards. This is what is of greatest importance about 
the great Abbot of Iona. Columba, it seems, cared little about forms of Christianity, preferring to 
expend his energies and those of the missionaries of Iona as peregrine, that is, in going off in 
perpetual exile, to bear witness to the life, sacrifice and triumph over death of Jesus Christ.

This depiction of the historic Eilean Donan Castle in Loch 
Duich, with the Five sisters of Kintail mountains in the 
background, converges with Loch Long and Loch Alsh to the 
south of Skye. Home to St. Donnan in the 7th century, the 
structure was badly damaged numerous times over the 
centuries and was given by Robert The Bruce to the Clan 
MacKenzie, who in turn gave it to the MacRaes, the foot 
soldiers of the castle and enforcers of law in the area.  
 
It was destroyed on May 10, 1719, by the English during a 
Jacobite uprising and lay in ruins for over 200 years. 
 
 Restoration began in the early 1900’s, including the use of 
Douglas Fir timbers donated by the MacRae clan on the west 
coast of British Columbia. The property is owned by the 
Conchra Charitable Trust, under the control of the MacRaes. 
The grounds and portions of the castle are open to public. 

Artist J. Franklin Wright  painted Eilean Donan in a 
style considered “magic realism” in the 1990’s. Mr. 
Wright and Down To Earth Art & Fine Framing  are 
having a Limited Edition giclée canvas produced. A 
relatively new process, exceptional colour, detail and 
longevity of giclée makes them the choice of 
collectors and is used by the Louvre Museum.
